Students are to complete 2 Article Summaries each six weeks. All summaries are due on Friday’s.  No summaries will be accepted late.  Students must meet the following expectations to achieve full credit.

Due dates:
1st 6 Wks – September 14 and September 28

4th 6 Wks – January 25 and February 8


2nd 6 Wks – October 12 and October 26

5th 6 Wks – March 14 and April 11


3rd 6 Wks – November 16 and December 7

6th 6 Wks – April 25 and May 9
Papers must be stapled in this order:


1) Final Draft- the 1st page

2) Rough Draft- the 2nd page

3) The “Source” Article from newspaper or magazine – attached to the back.
Final Draft: (Stapled on top – first page)

· Use YOUR OWN words - or paraphrase.

· DO NOT COPY.  IF YOU COPY THIS WORK YOU WILL RECEIVE A ZERO!  

· Do NOT complete a cover page or enclose your paper in a plastic sleeve

· The body of your paper should include information like: ‘W’ho did the work or research, ‘W’here it was done, ‘W’hy it was done, ‘W’ho benefited from it, and ‘W’hen it was done. 

· The summary hould be at least 100 words in length
· Spelling, grammar, punctuation and neatness should all be edited and corrected

· Can be typed, (NOT REQUIRED) double spaced, in font #12, Times New Roman.

· Can be hand-written in blue or black ink, but if written, does not need to be double spaced.

· Must have a complete heading in the upper right-hand corner – typed, if paper is typed.

· The title comes from the article being summarized, placed on the first line of the paper, centered.

· The “source” information must be at the end of the summary or on the last page, separate from the body of the summary itself.  Write the name of the article, the date written, the authors name, the name of the magazine, newspaper, etc., on your final draft 

Rough Draft:  The second page (worth up to 50 points)
· The rough draft must be hand written when completed.

· Corrections must be made on the rough draft so I can see the changes.  Those errors should NOT be on the final draft.

The “Source” information – Stapled in the back - the article from  the newspaper, etc. (up to 100 points): 
(the paper is a ZERO if not attached)

· Write the name of the article, the date written, the authors name, the name of the magazine, newspaper, etc., on your final draft 

· Must be the original article from newspaper and magazines.  Xerox copies are not accepted.

· The topic must be about Science – this includes medicine, chemistry, etc..

· Must be at least 100 words in length or containing enough material to get information from.

· Must be attached to the back of the summary paper.

· You can use the Internet- PRINT the article & attach to article summary.
